	Course Description
This course is a continuation of Writing for General Communication 1, and related to the other courses of  language skills and grammar. The course exposes students to different kinds of texts in English, particularly narrative texts, spoof texts, and response to literary-work texts. This course will introduce students to the structure and linguistic features of those text types and require them to write those texts independently. Students will go through the recursive process of writing as professionals do, starting from building knowledge of the topic, building text knowledge, drafting, revising, and editing their texts. Students will also be made aware of the significance of reading, including critical reading, in helping them to write. Students will be guided and given feedback on the structure, language features, content, and mechanics of writing from both the lecturer and peers along the process of writing. When necessary, students will also be encouraged to use appropriate citation (based on APA) in their texts. Students’ success of this course will be affected by and contribute to their achievement in other courses, especially those of language skills and grammar.
